Since October 2008, Ms. McGrath has lived in Berlin, but she continues to commute between Europe and the United States. She studies voice with Ruth Golden and acting with Marc Verzatt, and works with a number of talented coaches in New York and Berlin. 

A graduate of Carnegie Mellon University and Boston Conservatory, Ms. McGrath was a studio artist with Utah Opera and served apprenticeships at Opera North and Des Moines Metro Opera before launching her professional career.
